The Markeplace focus is on locally grown and  hand made grown items.  No items purchased for resale will be 
allowed. 

Booth Space Information:  Booths will be outside in the parking lot adjacent to the GA EMC Senior Pavilion 
where the juried Art @ the Rock show will be held.  Spaces will be marked and a table with two chairs will be 
provided.  Tents will be allowed but must be weighed down, no stakes will be allowed.  Booths will be assigned 
on a first come/first serve basis.  Limited electricity is available at an additional $10 for the weekend.  No food 
for immediate consumption is to be sold.   

Setup/Breakdown/Cleanup:  Vendors must check in upon arrival.  The Festival will be open from 10:00 AM until 
4:00 PM on Saturday and from 11:30 until 4:00 PM on Sunday.  Vendors must be setup by 9:00 AM on Saturday.  
Vendors may begin setting up on Friday at noon. In order to facilitate a quality show, vendors may not begin 
breakdown until 4:00PM on Sunday.  Vendor parking will be available within easy walking distance to the 
location.  Vendors must move their vehicles to a designated parking lot prior to 9:00 AM.  You are responsible 
for cleaning up your booth space.  Please remove all debris, boxes, and trash from your space. Spaces must be 
cleared no later than 6PM Saturday night unless prior arrangements have been made. 

Housing:  Housing is available for vendors both Friday and Saturday night for only $50 per room.  Nearby cabins 
will be used for housing and rooms will have either 2 single beds or 2 bunk beds sleeping 2 to 4 persons.   Rock 
Eagle will have  concession stands set up serving breakfast and lunch at the festival location.  We will have a 
cookout and campfire entertainment on Saturday night for our artists.  On Sunday, please join us for the famous 
Rock Eagle Sunday Lunch beginning at 11AM.

Food:  Rock Eagle 4-H Center will provide concessions during the Festival.  No other vendor will be allowed to 
sell food items for consumption on the grounds.
